THE INFLATION...All flights begin with the inflation of the
balloon by motorized fans. Once the envelope is filled with
air, the propane burners are ignited to heat the air inside. In
about thirty minutes the balloon is ready for flight and once
the balloon is inflated, guests join the pilot in the beautiful
hand-created wicker basket. The luxurious, over-sized basket
has plenty of room to allow everyone to enjoy the ride to the
fullest.

UP, UP AND AWAY...Gently leaving the ground, all are
amazed at how light the balloon feels. Dur-

ing the flight all have an unobstructed 360-
degree view.
